The Cardinal went 2-0 earning 3-2 and 3-1 victories over
the Bears and UC Davis. The match between Stanford and Cal pitted the No.

8 and No. 12 ranked teams in Division I, a first for the NorPac since these two
squads were ranked together in 2001.

The Bears rebounded with a 4-0 home win over Pacific, while Appalachian
State scored a 3-2 triumph at Radford. The win for the Mountaineers was the
first in Radford in 18 tries.

Davidson and Longwood each went 1-1, charting non-conference victories
over Robert Morris, 3-0 and Liberty, 4-0, respectively.

UPCOMING WEEK - League contests in the East highlight this week’s
NorPac action. Longwood and Davidson (one vote) will make conference de-
buts.

The week opens with Longwood hosting Radford on Tuesday, followed by the
Highlanders heading to Boone for a Friday night match at the Mountaineers.
The Lancers close out with a weekend trip to North Carolina for tilts at Davidson
and Appalachian State. Radford will be the only East squad to venture out of
conference with a road test at No. 2 North Carolina.

In the west, No. 11 California heads to Philadelphia to face three of the Big
Five this week. The Bears open with Saint Joseph’s on Thursday, followed by
Temple on Friday and Drexel (eight points) on Sunday.

Rounding out play this week will be No. 6 Stanford and Pacific each hosting
