The Cardinal are off to their best start
(3-0) since starting 3-0 back in 2002 with
victories over Ohio State, Rutgers and
ALbany. The win over Pacific marked
Stanford’s third straight in a NorPac open-
er.

Stanford’s 30 shots against Missouri
State were the most since the club held a
31-6 edge in that category against
Columbia on Sept. 3, 2006.
